Appeal to Heaven Flag 
The Appeal to Heaven flag is a symbol of the American Revolution.  The flag expresses 
the colonists' reliance on God's power for justice and freedom from the oppressive English 
monarchy. The flag also represents the principle of living by one's convictions and not 
seeking approval from men or government. 
The Pine Tree Flag (or the An Appeal to Heaven Flag) was one of the flags used during 
the American Revolution. The flag, which featured a pine tree with the motto "An Appeal 
to Heaven", or less frequently "An Appeal to God", was used by a squadron of 
six schooners commissioned under George Washington's authority as commander-in-
chief of the Continental Army beginning in October 1775. 
The pine tree is a traditional symbol of New England. The phrase "appeal to heaven" 
appears in John Locke's Second Treatise on Government, where it is used to describe 
the right of revolution. 
The flag is the official maritime ensign for the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, though 
the script was removed in 1971. It was used by state navy vessels in addition 
to privateers sailing from Massachusetts. It is also used by liberty activists and enthusiasts 
of the American Revolution to commemorate the Pine Tree Riot, one of the first acts of 
resistance by the American colonists to British royal authority eventually culminating in 
the American Revolution.

❖ Each Saturday is a day of thanksgiving with a few verses to remind us to have an 

attitude of thankfulness.

WEEK 1:  November 25 – 30 
 
 
 
Sun.  Nov. 24  REPENTANCE 

REPENTANCE:     
1. Forgive us Lord, for not “giving thanks in everything” (1 Thes. 5:18), for “grumbling 

against one another” (James 5:9), for “letting corrupting communication proceed 
out of our mouths” (Ephesians 4:29) and for being “anxious and not bringing 
everything to you in prayer and supplication” (Phil. 4:6). 

2. “Lord, purify us in head, heart, and hand. If it is necessary that we should be put 
into the fire to be refined as silver is refined, we would even welcome the fire, if 
we may be rid of the dross. Lord, save us from constitutional sin, from sins of 
temperament, from sins of our surroundings. Save us from ourselves in every 
shape and grant us especially to have the light of love strong within us” (Charles 
Spurgeon).  

3. We repent for not “cleansing ourselves from all the filthiness of the flesh and spirit, 
perfecting ourselves in holiness in the fear of God “(2 Corinthians 7:1). Preserve 
Your people Lord, from hard heartedness, lying, covetousness, strife, clamoring, 
distractions, worldliness and everything that would dishonor the name of Christ 
that we bear. Make us holy, Lord.   

PRAY that President Trump and his team will “Watch, stand fast in the faith, be brave, be 
strong” IN THE LORD, no matter what comes (1 Corinthians 16:13).  

Petition the Lord for supernatural protection over President Trump and his team. The 
Lord has said, “I will never leave thee, or forsake thee” (Hebrews 13:5b).  
 
 

Mon. Nov. 25  PRAYER OVER ISRAEL  
PRAISE: 
“The Lord is your protector; the Lord is your shade at your right hand. The sun shall not 
strike you by day, nor the moon by night. The Lord shall preserve you from all evil; He 
shall preserve your soul. The Lord shall preserve your going out and your coming in from 
this time forth, and even forevermore” (Psalm 121:5-8). 
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PRAYER POINTS: 
1. PRAY for God’s supernatural protection over Israel’s Prime Minister, Benjamin 

Netanyahu. Ask the Lord to protect Netanyahu in accordance with His covenant 
with Israel (Genesis 12:1-7).  

2. PRAY that Prime Minister Netanyahu makes the LORD Most High, his dwelling 
place and that he abides under the shadow of the Yahweh’s wings and that he 
makes the Lord Jehovah his refuge and fortress in all situations (Psalm 91: 1-2, 9).

3. Be Thankful that when we are gathered with other believers that He is in our midst 
(Matthew 18:20) and when we call on Him, He will answer and will “tell us great 
and hidden things that we have not known” (Jeremiah 33:3).

3. PRAY for the peace of Jerusalem (Psalm 122:6). We will bless Israel in word and 
deed so that all the families of the earth shall be blessed. “I will make you a great 
nation; I will bless you and make your name great; and you shall be a blessing. I 
will bless those who bless you, and I will curse him who curses you; and in you all 
the families of the earth shall be blessed.” (Gen 12:2-3). 

4. Petition the Lord for supernatural protection over President Trump and his team. 
PRAY for a safe and restful holiday season for him and his family.  

5. Pray for Michigan and Minnesota 
 
 

Tues. Dec. 24  A Star is Given 
PRAISE:  
Praise you Father, that you speak to man! “Then the shepherds returned, glorifying and 
praising God for all the things that they had heard and seen, as it was told them” (Luke 
2:20).  
 

PRAYER POINTS: 
1. PRAY that America will not miss the signs of the times.... “Where is He who has 

been born King of the Jews? For we have seen His star in the East and have come 
to worship Him” (Matthew 2:2). PRAY the lost will see Jesus this season, not just 
as a babe in the manger, but a Savior for their lives and a King for eternity.  

2. PRAY that the stress and depression that often is seen in this season, be divinely 
lifted. “ Let the peace of God rule in our hearts” this season (Colossians 3:15). “Now 
may the Lord of peace Himself give you peace always in every way.

PRAISE:  
“Then the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring you good tidings of 
great joy which will be to all people. For there is born to you this day in the city of David a 
Savior, who is Christ the Lord. And this will be the sign to you: You will find a Babe wrapped 
in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.” And suddenly there was with the angel a 
multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying: “Glory to God in the highest, and 
on earth peace, goodwill toward men!” (Luke 2:10-14). 
 

PRAYER POINTS: 
1. ASK the Father to bring a stark awareness to the world on this Christmas day, that  

the gift of His Son,  Emmanuel, “God with us,” is much larger than just a Christmas 
celebration (Isaiah 7:14 & Matt.1:22-23). “The Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the 
Father, full of grace and truth” (John 1:14).   

2. PRAY believers will place their trust in the Son, Jesus, rather than our government. 
“For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be 
upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counselor, The Mighty 
God, The Everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace” (Isaiah 9:6). 

3. PRAY for a revealing of the Son of God to the lost world. “If you knew the gift of 
God, and who it is who says to you, ‘Give Me a drink,’ you would have asked Him, 
and He would have given you living water” that will be a “fountain of water 
springing up into everlasting life” (John 4:10- 14). 

4. Petition the Lord for supernatural protection over President Trump and his team. 
“He delivers me from mine enemies. You also lift me up above those that rise 
against me; You have delivered me from the violent man” (Psalm 18:48). 

 
 

Thur. Dec. 26  A Messiah is Revealed 
PRAISE:  
Praise the Lord! Praise God in his sanctuary; praise him in his mighty firmament! Praise 
him for his mighty deeds; praise him according to his surpassing greatness! Praise him 
with trumpet sound; praise him with lute and harp! Praise him with tambourine and 
dance; praise him with strings and pipe! Praise him with clanging cymbals; praise him with 
loud clashing cymbals! Let everything that breathes praise the Lord! Praise the Lord! 
(Psalm 150).  
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PRAYER POINTS: 
1. PRAY that Jews and Gentiles alike, we see Yeshua as Messiah. “Rejoice greatly, O 

daughter of Zion! Shout, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your King is coming to 
you; He is just and having salvation, lowly and riding on a donkey, 
a colt, the foal of a donkey (Zechariah 9:9). 

2. PRAY  for the revealing of the Son of God as the Messiah. “The next day he saw 
Jesus coming towards him and declared, ‘Here is the Lamb of God who takes away 
the sin of the world! (John 1:29). And behold, a voice from heaven said, “This is my 
beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased” (Matthew 3:17). 

3. READ Isaiah 53 and pray as the Lord leads.  

4. Petition the Lord for supernatural protection over President Trump and his team. 
“You are my hiding place; You shall preserve me from trouble; You shall surround 
me with songs of deliverance.

PRAY that our president and his team can rise above the enemies schemes and 
follow Jesus words, “I say to you who hear: Love your enemies, do good to those 
who hate you” (Luke 6:27).
